The International Study Centre provides a variety of
short intensive and year long courses for students
wishing to develop their English language and

academic skills.

The International Study Centre is
situated in a beautiful old building
at the centre of Rossall's large
private campus. It has classrooms
with the latest teaching
technology, a fully-equipped IT
suite, and a library with a self-
study area. The ISC also has its
own Art Studio with an impressive
display of students' work.

The Centre has its own qualified
and highly experienced teachers
who are English language
specialists. As well as this, the
Centre is supported by specialist
Geography, Business Studies, ICT,
Art, Science and Mathematics
teachers.

We know that some students find
it easier to learn English than
others. Through our small classes
and a flexible approach to
learning, we set out to maximise
each student's progress with:

One Term Intensive English Language
and Academic Preparation Course

The one term intensive English
and Academic Preparation
Course provides students with the
reading, writing, listening, and
speaking skills necessary for
successful communication in the
English speaking world. It also
provides students with the study
skills needed for successful study
in a British classroom.

Students are placed in classes
firstly by age and then by English
language ability. They follow an
intensive English for Academic
Purposes course, focusing on
skills like note-taking, essay
writing and classroom debate.
They will also study general
English to develop
communication skills and
grammar.

In addition to English language
lessons they may also study other
subjects including: Mathematics;
Sciences; Business Studies; ICT;
Geography; Art; Study Skills;
Personal, Social and Health
Education (PSHE); Physical
Education.

Two Term Intensive English Language
and Academic Preparation Course

The two term intensive English
and Academic Preparation
Course provides students with the
reading, writing, listening and
speaking skills necessary for
successful communication in the
English speaking world, as well
as the study skills needed for
successful study in a British
classroom.

The course may also lead to an
internationally recognised English
language qualification.

Students are placed in classes
firstly by age and then by English
language ability. They follow an
intensive English for Academic
Purposes course, focusing on
skills like note-taking, essay
writing and classroom debate.
They will also study general
English to develop
communication skills and
grammar.

These lessons could lead to
internationally recognised
qualifications from the University
of Cambridge including the Key
English Test (KET) qualification, the
Preliminary English Test (PET)
qualification, the First Certificate
in English (FCE) qualification and
the Cambridge Proficiency in
English (CPE) qualification.

In addition to English language
lessons students may also study
Mathematics; Sciences; Business
Studies; ICT; Geography; Art;
Study Skills; Personal, Social and
Health Education (PSHE); Physical
Education.

One Year (I)\GCSE
Course

The intensive one year (I)GCSE
(International General Certificate
of Secondary Education) course
provides students with the skills,
knowledge and qualifications
required to join the A-Level or
International Baccalaureate
Diploma at Rossall or other
schools. (I)GCSEs are the
examinations that all British
students take when they are

16 years old.

Students study English as a
second Language, Mathematics,
and Science. Students may then
choose one or two of the
following subjects (depending on
the level of English) Geography,
Art or Business Studies. Lessons in
French, Spanish, German and
Latin are also available for those
that need these subjects. We also
offer first language English.

Students are examined in May
and June, and are awarded
grades from A* to F.

To gain entry onto an A-Level or
International Baccalaureate
Diploma course at Rossall or
another school, students must
achieve at least five grade Cs.
It is normally a requirement to
achieve a grade B or above in
the subjects they wish to study at
A-Level or International
Baccalaureate.

Those with limited English skills

may have to take a one year

intensive English language and

academic preparation course at

the International Study Centre

prior to commencing the (I)GCSE

course.

Students on this course take mock

(NGCSE examinations in

February. Those who do not

achieve satisfactory results may

be required to transfer to an

alternative course of study for the

summer term instead of taking the

final exams.

Intensive English Language

and Activity Course

Students follow an intensive
English language programme to
develop the skills they need to
communicate effectively in
English. On arrival students will
be placed in classes suitable to
their language ability to help
them develop quickly. Students
can study from one week (a
minimum of two weeks is
recommended) to eight weeks.

Small classes allow Rossall's own
teachers to provide the specific
help each student needs to
maximise their learning. At the
end of their time at the Summer
School students will receive a full
academic report and certificate
of attendance.

As well as the academic
programme students will have a
daily programme of campus
based sports and social activities
using Rossall's superb facilities.

Students will also benefit from
weekly excursions to different
cities and cultural attractions in
the North of England. There will
also be trips further afield, such
as London which has limited
places, and is filled on a first
come first served basis.

Students live in comfortable
single or double rooms on
campus, and are supervised 24
hours a day by our caring staff.

Junior School

Rossall Junior School teaches the
International Baccalaureate
Primary Years Programme (P.Y.P.).
The P.Y.P. is an international
curriculum which develops the
whole child both in the classroom
and also through other means

of learning.

The P.Y.P combines the best
research and practice from a
range of national systems with a
wealth of knowledge and
experience from international
schools. The P.Y.P. is relevant and
engaging for all children, and is
taught in “Units of Inquiry”, for
example “How the World Works”,
or “Action” or “The Victorian Era”.
There are six themes in the P.Y.P:

< Who we are
= Where we are in place

and time
= How we express ourselves
<« How the world works
= How we organize ourselves
= Sharing the planet

Rossall Junior School is currently
one of only eleven schools in the
UK to be an authorised World I.B.
School to teach the P.Y.P.. The
curriculum teaches the following
subjects:

Middle (Dragon) School

Pupils with a good level of
English can apply to study in
Rossall Middle School which
starts in Year 7. Middle School
provides the knowledge and
skills required for the GCSE
examinations taken in Rossall
Senior School.

The name of the curriculum
studied in Middle School is Key
Stage Three. Pupils must learn to
take responsibility for their
learning. They must also be ready
to start their GCSE years which
begin, almost immediately, with
coursework and end with public
examinations.

Pupils study 25 one hour lessons
each week which include three
hours of English, three hours of
Mathematics, three hours of
Science and one and two hour
lessons of other subjects such as
Art, Design & Technology,
Geography, History, I.C.T.,
Modern Foreign Languages,
Music, Religious Studies and P.E.

School trips and visits are
planned to enhance individual
learning topics. In addition Year 7
and Year 8 pupils visit the Isle of
Man for an adventure holiday at
the end of the Summer Term.

Learning to Live
With Others

Community life and shared experiences are very
much a central feature of the culture of a British
boarding school. A boarding school education
provides students with an excellent preparation
for the greater independence and demands
of life at university.

Our boarding houses provide a
carefully structured family
environment. This will help you to
get used to life in a boarding
school quickly. There are
separate boarding houses for
boys and girls. These boarding
houses are carefully supervised
by caring and supportive staff.
Parents and students will be able
to contact boarding house staff
at all times.

For younger pupils (aged 7 - 13)
we have a dedicated Junior
boarding house which has a
home-from-home family
atmosphere and a live-in Matron.
Junior boarding activities involve
weekend trips to the local town
accompanied by a house tutor as
well as fun off-site excursions such
as carting, swimming, cinema,
shopping, boating and theme
parks.

Younger students may share a
bedroom with two or three others.
Depending on availability, older
students may have their own
bedroom. Each boarding house
has communal areas where
students can relax socially with
friends and also small kitchens
where hot drinks and snacks can
be made. Breakfast, lunch and
dinner are served in the Dining
Hall. At each meal there is a wide
choice of hot and cold food
(including vegetarian food).

Access to the internet is available
in each boarding house. There are
computers in the communal areas
which operate on the School's
secure network. The IT suites also
offer internet access. Access to the
internet is monitored and filtered
for each year group.

The School's Medical Centre has
fully qualified staff. The nurses are
“on-call” 24 hours a day. The
School's Doctor visits the School
every day.

A wide range of sporting and
extra-curricular activities are on
offer to pupils on weekdays and
at weekends. A full list of the
clubs, societies and activity
schedules for each term are
available on our website:
