Positive Relationships

Children learn to be strong
and independent from a base
of loving and secure
relationships with parents
and/or a key person.

Enabling Environments

The environment plays a key
role in supporting and
extending children's
development and learning.

Learning and Development

Children develop and learn in
different ways and at different
rates and all areas of Learning
and Development are equally
important and inter-connected.

The Early Years Foundation
Stage covers Nursery and
Reception and is made up of
six areas of Learning and
Development. All areas of
Learning and Development
are connected to one another
and are equally important. All

Personal, Social and Emotional
Development

Children are provided with
experiences and support
which will help them to
develop a positive sense of
themselves and of others;

learn. We ensure support for
our children's emotional well-
being to help them to know
themselves and what they 
can do.

Communication, Language and
Literacy

Children's learning and
competence in
communicating, speaking and
listening, being read to and
beginning to read and write is
supported and extended. They
are provided with opportunity
and encouragement to use
their skills in a range of
situations and for a range of
purposes, and are supported
in developing the confidence
and disposition to do so.

Problem Solving, Reasoning and
Numeracy

Children are supported in
developing their
understanding of Problem
Solving, Reasoning and
Numeracy in a broad range 
of contexts in which they can
explore, enjoy, learn, practise
and talk about their
developing understanding.

They are provided with
opportunities to practise and
extend their skills in these
areas and to gain confidence
and competence in their use.

Infant Curriculum - I.B. Primary
Years Programme

The International
Baccalaureate Primary Years
Programme is for pupils from
age 3 years to 7 years. It is 
an international programme
designed to foster the
development of the whole
child, not just in the classroom
but also through all means of
learning. The programme
focuses on social, physical,
emotional and cultural needs
in addition to academic
welfare. Within the
International Baccalaureate
Primary Years Programme
(IBPYP) individual subjects
such as Geography, History,
Science and the Arts are
taught using a topic based
structure. Each topic, or 'Unit
of Enquiry', is research based
and this leads to more
collaboration between the
pupils themselves, e.g group
investigations. The core
subjects of English and
Mathematics will still be taught
as stand alone subjects.

In Reception, pupils spend 
the majority of time with their
class teacher although Music,
Swimming and Dance are
taught by specialists. In Years
1 and 2 pupils receive
specialist teaching in music, IT,
French, PE, Swimming, Speech
and Drama and Dance. 

All Infant pupils are continually
assessed informally by their
class teacher with formal
testing taking place at the end
of each academic year.

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Junior School Curriculum - I.B.
Primary Years Programme
(P.Y.P)
The International
Baccalaureate Primary Years
Programme (P.Y.P) is an
international transdisciplinary
programme designed to
foster the development of the
whole child, not just in the
classroom but also through
other means of learning.

The P.Y.P combines the best
research and practice from a
range of national systems
with a wealth of knowledge
and experience from
international schools. 
The P.Y.P is relevant and
engaging, offering a
comprehensive, inquiry-
based approach to teaching
and learning. All subjects are
taught with “Units of Inquiry”,
but may, in addition, be given
time as distinct subjects, such
as Literacy and Numeracy.
The P.Y.P focuses on the heart
as well as the mind and
addresses social, physical,
emotional and cultural needs
as well as academic ones.

Through the P.Y.P Rossall
School aims to foster the
following attributes and
dispositions in our pupils.

We want them to be:
• Inquirers
• Communicators
• Knowledgeable
• Caring
• Well-Balanced
• Thinkers
• Risk-Takers
• Principled
• Open-Minded
• Reflective

At the heart of the P.Y.P is a
commitment to structured
inquiry as a vehicle for
learning. The six subject
areas: (Language, Personal,
Social and Physical
Education, Science and
Technology, Arts,

Mathematics, and Social
Studies) help teachers and
children explore knowledge
in the broadest sense of the
word.

Teachers and pupils use key
questions that are concept
based to structure the Units of
Inquiry. Pupils acquire and
apply transdisciplinary skills
while developing an
understanding of these
important concepts. The
development of explicit
attitudes and the expectation
of socially responsible
behaviour are also essential
elements of the programme.

French
The aim of the Junior School
French programme is to
develop an understanding
and confidence of the spoken
language. This is approached
through familiar situations
such as school or home life.
Children learn songs, perform
drama pieces and
communicate with French 
pen pals writing letters,
emails and even sending
video messages.

In Year 6 children embark on
a four day excursion to the 
Le Pre Catalan Centre near
Hardelot Plage in France. 
This gives an excellent
experience of French culture
which includes visiting a
market, bakery and
chocolate factory.

Music
All children are given the
opportunity to perform in our
specialist music rooms and
theatre. Percussion playing,
reading music and
composing form the basis of
each lesson. Each term there
is a concert in which the
children perform to parents
and peers.

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Curriculum - Key Stage 3

The Key Stage 3 years can
best be described as a period
of transition. Within three short
years, pupils must learn to
take responsibility for their
learning and be ready to
embark upon their GCSE
years which begin, almost
immediately, with coursework
and lead to the inevitable
encounters with public
examinations.

In consequence, courses at
Key Stage 3 are designed to
provide a framework in which
pupils can learn and enjoy
their subjects, whilst
simultaneously developing
skills in learning itself.

Departments broadly follow
the National Curriculum, but
Rossall is determined to
exercise its independence
and provide pupils with a
wealth of learning
experiences far above and
beyond this minimum. Pupils
study 25 one hour lessons
during the course of each
week which include 3 hours
English, 3 hours of Maths, 3
hours of Science and 1 and 2
hour lessons of other subjects.

Art

Over the three years of study,
pupils will be introduced to a
wide range of techniques and
experiment with a variety of
materials in preparation for
GCSE. The ability to develop
a project from initial
observation and research will
be encouraged. Pupils will
learn to develop their own
work and progress through 
to final outcomes.

Design & Technology 

Key Stage 3 Design &
Technology allows pupils to
experience and understand
the way that materials,
products and processes affect
the world in which we live.
From traditional tools and
processes to leading edge
technology in the form of

computer design and
manufacture, Design &
Technology at Rossall offers
many exiciting opportunities
for pupils to explore.

English 

In Years 7, 8 and 9 the
emphasis is on consolidating
reading and writing skills.
Pupils are encouraged to
read widely, and taught to
read with discrimination
through comprehension and
discussion of literary and non-
fiction texts. The key skills of
punctuation, spelling and
grammar continue to be
taught through the varied
writing tasks set.

Geography

The Geography course for Key
Stage 3 introduces the study
of Geography by looking at
geographical problems at a
variety of different scales from
the local area, to global
issues. Skills are taught to
enable pupils to interpret
information from maps,
photographs (including
satellite images) and
diagrams.

History 

At Key Stage 3 the History
Department shadows the
National Curriculum and
delivers a broad sweep of
British and World History from
1066 to 1990.  The scheme of
work concentrates on
Medieval Realms in Year 7,
the Tudors and Stuarts in 
Year 8 and the nineteenth and
twentieth century in Year 9.

I.C.T.

The principle focus of I.C.T. 
at Key Stage 3 is to empower
pupils with the skills needed
to utilise Information
Technology throughout their
study, research and future
employment. Pupils learn 
to use word processors,
spreadsheets and databases.
Ethical aspects of computer
use are also taught. Towards

the end of Year 9, pupils
begin work on the European
Computer Driving Licence
(E.C.D.L).

Mathematics 

All pupils follow the National
Curriculum in Mathematics.
On entering the School, pupils
are put into sets according to
ability.  This allows us to
match the difficulty of the
work to the ability of the
pupil, thus ensuring that all
pupils are encouraged to
attain the highest possible
standard.  

Modern Foreign Languages

All pupils study French and
German, taught by
enthusiastic, specialist
teachers using up to date
resources. They also have the
opportunity to work with the
Foreign Language Assistants,
and we encourage them to
take part in our German
Exchange Programme.

Music 

In Years 7, 8 and 9, pupils
deepen and extend their 
own musical interests and
skills. They perform and
compose music in different
styles working individually 
and in groups. They actively
explore specific genres and
styles and traditions of music
from different times and
cultures and are encouraged
to enter for theory and
practical ABRSM
examinations.

Religious Studies

The aim of Religious Studies at
Key Stage 3 is to encourage
pupils to learn about and
learn from religion. The initial
context is Christianity but all
the major world religions are
engaged. A philosophical
approach is undertaken with
an emphasis on developing
critical thinking skills by
exploring ultimate questions
such as 'What is the purpose
of life?'.

Science

Years 7 and 8 follow the
Science Eureka Key Stage 3
scheme in mixed ability
classes taught by one Science
teacher. The course is well
situated to differentiated
lessons and covers a range 
of Science topics. In addition
pupils have lessons on
thinking skills called CASE
(Cognitive Acceleration
through Science Education). 
In Year 9 pupils are set by
ability and are taught the
three separate sciences by
specialists. This allows for
completion of the Key Stage 3
course and the introduction of
elements key to GCSE or
IGCSE.

Physical Education

Work focuses on developing
an understanding of the skills
and recognising the
importance of, and improving
the techniques required to
perform more effectively and
consistently in a wide variety
of sporting activities.
Traditional invasion, net/wall
and striking games are taught
in addition to swimming and
athletics. (Rossall Hockey and
Rossall Fives is also included
in the curriculum.)

Special Needs

The Individual Learning Unit
has a distinguished record of
supporting pupils with Special
Education Needs from Year 7
up to and including Year 11.
The pupils at Key Stage 3 are
withdrawn from a language
lesson to receive help with
building confidence and self
esteem as well as to receive
remedial assistance in
Literacy and Numeracy.

Discipline Procedures

Rewards are more
commonplace than sanctions.
'Excellents' are awarded,
which contribute towards
certificates of achievement for
effort and attainment.

Middle School (Years 7 - 9)

'Honours students' are
nominated half-termly.
Pupils may be referred to the
Head of Year or Head of
Middle School for sanctions.
Persistent offenders are
placed on report for
monitoring and parents are
informed.

Houses

Middle School Houses are not
physical buildings but act as
banners for pupils competing
individually or in teams
against each other. There are
three competitive Middle
School Houses: Dragon;
Falcon; Stags Head.

Middle School Day

The School day is very busy,
beginning at 8.30am and
finishing at 4.00pm. Classes
take place within the various
different departments around
the School campus.

Immediately after House
Registration, at the start of
each day, pupils will attend
the following whole School
Tutor or House meetings
before classes begin:

• Monday - Assembly 

• Tuesday - Chapel 

• Wednesday - Tutor time / 
Middle School Assembly 

• Thursday - Congregational

Classes then begin at 9.00am
until Lunch, which is served in
the Dining Hall each day at
12.25pm.

Class Sizes

Class sizes in the Middle
School are small; we aim to
have no more than 23
children in each class. In this
way we can devote time to
an individual's progress and
staff can develop a much
better understanding of their
pupils' needs. 

School Trips and Visits

School trips and visits are
planned to enhance
individual learning topics. In
addition Year 7 and Year 8
pupils visit the Isle of Man for
an adventure holiday at the
end of the Summer Term. 
Year 9’s work towards their
Duke of Edinburgh Award
throughout the year and this
includes practice weekends in
the Lake District in the

Michaelmas Term and a full
expedition in the Lake District
in the Summer Term.

Middle School (Years 7 - 9)
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Curriculum - Key Stage 4

The GCSE years are of great
significance to pupils'
development. It is when they
focus upon major public
examinations for the first time
and make choices about
future study, which affect the
rest of their lives.

At Rossall, we believe that it is
in our pupils' best interests to
provide a base of study,
which offers sufficient breadth
to enable considered
decisions to be made about
which routes to follow in the
future, whilst allowing them to
be intellectually challenged
and empowered to achieve
to their full potential.

All GCSE students follow a
core curriculum which consists
of English Language, English
Literature, Mathematics, a
Modern Foreign Language
and a Science option which
leads to either two or three
awards. The highly regarded
European Computer Driving
Licence (E.C.D.L.), which is
equivalent to a further GCSE,
is also studied by all pupils.

Pupils take up to three
additional GCSE subjects and
may also follow the optional
BTEC First Diploma in either
“Public Service” or “Music”
(each equivalent to four
GCSEs).

Art

The course consists of 60%
coursework and so pupils
need to be highly motivated
throughout the two years.
Pupils will learn to use suitable
materials and techniques and
explore their qualities and be
encouraged to develop their
own personal ideas as visual
studies. They will research the
work of artists and designers
and show how it has
influenced their work.  

Business Studies

GCSE Business Studies
concerns the business aspects

of organisations with their
economic, political and social
contexts. Business Studies
involves the investigation of
how enterprise adds value by
organising the production of
goods and services. The
performance of businesses is
studied from a range of
perspectives.

Design & Technology
Rossall offers the OCR GCSE
course in Resistant Materials,
enabling pupils to:

• Develop the ability to 
conduct research and 
analyse information, 
leading to an 
understanding of the 
significance of design;

• Study and work with the 
materials and processes 
that are responsible for the 
products that we use within 
our day-to-day lives. 

English 

In Year 10, pupils begin the
GCSE English / English
Literature courses; the focus 
is on written and spoken
coursework. In Year 11, there
is much more emphasis on
the examination papers, the
focus being on the set texts
for Literature and the reading
and writing tasks for English.

Geography

At GCSE we follow the OCR
syllabus A. We develop study
skills that allow pupils to solve
geographical problems and
help encourage a wider
understanding of the
environment in which they
live. This is enhanced by field
work investigating topical
issues in the local area.

History 

At Key Stage 4 the History
Department follows the AQA
Modern World History GCSE
specification.  The course is
examined by way of two final
exams which cover World War
One and the cause of World
War Two, the Cold War, USA

1919-41, Germany 1919-39. 
The pupils undertake
coursework on the war in
Vietnam and the evacuation
from Dunkirk in 1940.

I.C.T.

All pupils follow the European
Computer Driving Licence
(E.C.D.L) in Years 10 and 11.
This skills-based course
comprises seven modules. An
additional module is then
taken, augmenting the E.C.D.L
to the ‘E.C.D.L Extra’
qualification which is
equivalent to a Level 2 GCSE
award (i.e. Grade A* - C).

Mathematics 

Mathematics at Key Stage 4 is
a continuous progression from
what has been covered in
Years 7, 8 and 9.  All our
candidates are examined by
AQA (the majority at the
Higher Level), typically at the
end of Year 11 although we
do have a small cohort every
year who obtain their A* at
the end of year 10. 

Modern Foreign Languages

French, German and Spanish
are offered at GCSE level.
Pupils study one or more
languages and we are
currently following the Edexcel
specifications. The Foreign
Language Assistants in
French, German and Spanish
work with small groups of
pupils to improve fluency. 

Music

Pupils are taught under the
Edexcel syllabus for GCSE in
which they study four topic
areas: Structure in Western
Classical Music 1600 – 1899;
Changing Directions in
Western Classical Music from
1900; Popular Music in
Context; Indian Raga, African
Music and Fusions. In the 60%
portion that is coursework,
each pupil submits two
performances and
compositions or
arrangements written to a

brief. They sit a one and a half
hour listening paper
containing questions based
on all four areas of study. 

Physical Education

GCSE PE is 40% theory, 60%
practical. The theory is testing
by means of a written exam.
Theoretical elements range
from Health, Fitness and
Training considerations
through to contemporary
issues in Physical Education.
The practical element is
examined by a written
Personal Exercise Plan (10%)
and actual performance in
four different sports (50%).

Science

There are two Science course
options at this stage, both of
which are taught by subject
specialists. The first option
allows pupils to study the
traditional two year IGCSE
separate sciences course 
that leads to a three subject
qualification. The second
option allows pupils in Year 10
to complete a one year GCSE
core course giving them a
single combined science
qualification. This is followed
by the completion of a one
year GCSE additional course
in Year 11 when they will
receive another single
combined science
qualification. Both courses are
appropriate for studying
Science beyond GCSE.

Religious Studies

At GCSE we follow the OCR's
Philosophy and Ethics course.
Topics covered include 'The
Nature of God', 'Death and
the Afterlife', 'Good and Evil',
'Medical Ethics', 'Human
Relationships' and 'Prejudice
and Discrimination'.
Scrutinising the truth-claims 
in these topics is what 'doing
philosophy' is about and
encourages pupils to think
'outside the box'!

Senior School (Years 10 - 11)

Special Educational Needs

The Individual Learning Unit
has a distinguished record of
supporting pupils with Special
Education Needs from Year 7
up to and including Year 11.
However, we operate a drop-
in facility for Sixth Formers as
and when required. At Key
Stage 4, the input is directed
at assisting with study skills
and coursework in
preparation for external
examinations. 

Houses

Every pupil within the Senior
School is assigned to a
House. They will continue 
to attend co-educational
academic classes and extra-
curricular activities around the
campus, but they will receive
pastoral care and support
from within their single sex
Houses within The Square.
Each of the Senior School
houses is run by a
Houseparent who is
supported by a set of House
Tutors. There are 6 Senior
School Houses at Rossall and
every effort is maintained to
create suitable day/boarder
pupil balance within each. 

Senior School Day

The School academic day 
is very busy, beginning at
8.30am and finishing at
4.00pm. Classes take place
within the various different
departments around the
school campus.

Senior School (Years 10 - 11)
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Sixth Form Curriculum 

Rossall is one of the few
schools in the country to 
offer such a wide choice of
curriculum to pupils at Sixth
Form level covering A-Levels,
the International
Baccalaureate Diploma and 
a number of Vocational
Qualifications.

G.C.E. Advanced Level 
(A-Level)

University places are offered
to A-Level candidates on the
basis of three A-Levels.

These three major subjects
form the core of a student's
programme of study and are
followed over two years. Each
A-Level is split into two distinct
halves, termed “Advanced
Subsidiary (AS-Level)” 
and “A2”.

AS-Level is a one-year course
and is followed in the Lower
Sixth. Students normally sit 
AS-Level module
examinations in each subject
at the end of this year.

A2-Level courses build upon
the AS foundations and are
examined at the end of the
Upper Sixth year. Once this
stage has been achieved, 
the student has gained the
“full” A-Level award (a “GCE
Advanced Level”).

In order to increase the
curriculum “breadth”, students
also study a fourth subject 
to AS-Level during the Lower
Sixth.

Students, therefore, complete
their Sixth Form with the
equivalent of three and a half
A-Levels, although some of
the most able choose to
continue their fourth subject 
to A2.

Art

At A-Level we offer a flexible
course where students can
choose to study elements of
fine art, textiles and ceramics
which can be very much
tailored to their personal

interests and needs. As the
majority of the course is
coursework-based, students
require a high degree of self
motivation and dedication
and must have a genuine
interest in art, both practical
and theoretical.

Biology 

The AS-Level Biology course
follows the AQA model,
comprising 3 modules,
including the topics of Cells,
Cell Transport, Exchange,
Biomolecules, Enzymes and
Digestion, Cell Division, DNA,
Plant and Animal Transport
and Energy Exercise. Practical
work is assessed by
coursework elements. 
The A2-Level modules build
upon knowledge gained at
AS-Level.

Business Studies

The AS-Level consists of three
modules. The first is examined
in January and the remaining
two in June:- Marketing and
Accounting and Finance,
People and Operations
Management; External
Influences and Objectives 
and Strategy. Successful
completion of the AS-Level
course leads to the A2-Level
course which comprises:-
Marketing and Accounting
and Finance, People and
Operations Management;
either a Business Report and
Essay or a Business Project;
External Influences and
Objectives and Strategy. 

Chemistry 

The A-Level Chemistry course
covers the new OCR syllabus.
There are two modules at 
AS-Level, which cover aspects
of organic, inorganic and
physical chemistry. Practical
work is assessed internally
throughout the year. The 
A2-Level units build on the
work at AS such as kinetics as
well as studying new topics
like transition elements.
Students need to be prepared

for a deeper understanding of
the topics.

Design Technology 

An A-Level in Product Design is
offered at Rossall. The course
focuses upon the commercial
aspect of the designs that we
use on a regular basis,
including:

1. Market research and 
analysis;

2. 2-D design and CAD 
modelling;

3. Materials and process 
knowledge;

4. Levels of manufacturing, 
viability of production and 
commercial potential.

Economics

The course identifies and
explains the importance of
markets and the role played
by demand and supply.
Students will consider the
impact of macroeconomics
policy decision on the
domestic economy as well as
the international community.
The reasons why countries
trade will be examined in
great detail.

English 

At AS-Level students study 
the works of one poet and
one prose work for a final
examination paper. They will
study three post 1900 texts for
a coursework piece. 
At A2-Level coursework
involves the study of three
texts from a particular period
or genre. The final
examination is based on a
Shakespeare text, one other
drama text and a poetry text,
both from before 1800.

Geography

Geography can be studied as
a one year course to AS-Level
or a two year course to 
A2-Level. There is a balance
between studies in Physical
and Human Geography,
which culminate in the
synoptic links that exist

between all strands of the
discipline. Geography relies
heavily on up to date
information for illustrating key
issues that exist in the world
around us.

History 

At A-Level the History
Department follows the OCR
syllabus. The course covers a
wide range of topics from the
Crusades to the Cold War.
Students will study a variety of
historical perspectives: social,
religious, economic and
cultural as well as political.

Mathematics 

The course provides the
mathematical support needed
for A-Level science subjects,
particularly physics, but is also
aimed at anyone who has
enjoyed success in the subject
and wishes to take it further.
The course consists of two
pure modules in the first year,
then another pure module
and one module from
statistics, mechanics or
decision mathematics. 

Further Mathematics

Further Mathematics extends
both the width and depth of 
a student's mathematics. It is
an excellent course for the
specialist mathematician or
for able scientists, particularly
those aiming for Oxford or
Cambridge. The course
requires a considerable talent
for the subject, as well as
interest, and a determination
to master demanding ideas
and techniques. 

Modern Foreign Languages

AS-Level/A2-Level French,
German and Spanish are
offered whenever there is
sufficient demand. The Ed-
Excel specification covers a
range of topics of interest 
to young adult students.
Teaching staff are
experienced specialists and
the Language Assistants add
a cultural dimension to oral

work.

Music

Students follow the Edexcel
syllabus which requires them
at AS-Level to submit a six
minute recording of solo and
ensemble playing, create a
composition from a given brief
and sit a two hour listening
and analysis exam. In the 
A2-Level year students record
fifteen minutes of
performance, submit two
compositions or technical
studies and sit a two hour
Further Musical Understanding
exam.

Philosophy

At AS-Level, an introduction to
a number of key philosophical
themes such as; Knowledge 
of the External World; Why
Should I Be Governed?; Why
Should I Be Moral?; The Idea
of God; Persons; Reason;
Experience and Justification;
The Value of Art; The Debate
Over Free Will and
Determinism, which provide
introduction to the study of
philosophy. At A2-Level, the
specification enables students
to further develop their
understanding of key
philosophical concepts,
themes, texts and techniques.
Students will be given the
opportunity to specialise
further by studying in depth:
Philosophy of the Mind, Moral
Philosophy and Philosophy of
Religion as well as focusing on
philosophical problems
through the study of a key text
(from either Descartes, Hume,
Plato or Neitzsche). 

Physical Education

A-Level PE is 30% practical
and 70% theory. The theory
element of the AS-Level
course includes Anatomy and
Physiology; Acquisition of Skill
and Contemporary Studies.
There is a practical
performance in two sports
and a personal performance
portfolio. The theory element

of the A2-Level course includes
Exercise Physiology, Sport
Psychology and Historical
Studies. Again there is a
practical performance in 
two sports and a critical
evaluation in one of these
practical activities, with a
verbal synoptic assessment.

Physics

The A-Level course covers the
new AQA syllabus. There are
two units at AS-Level which
cover aspects of particles,
electricity and mechanics.
Practical work is assessed
internally throughout the year.
The A2-Level units build on 
the AS-Level units such as
mechanics as well as studying
new topics including nuclear
and thermal physics.

Religious Studies

Religious Studies offers
students an interesting and
intellectually challenging 
A-Level by helping to develop
understanding of spiritual,
moral, ethical, social and
cultural issues. The AS-Level
involves the study of two
modules completed during the
first year of study: these cover
topics such as arguments for
the existence of God; Problem
of Evil; Miracles; Utilitarianism
and Situation Ethics, together
with an examination of Sexual
Ethics. The A2-Level course is
made up of a further two
modules: these engage with
Religious Language; Life After
Death; Ontological Argument
for God’s Existence and
Religious Experience, together
with an exploration of ethical
theory and deontological
applications.

Special Educational Needs

The Individual Learning Unit
operates a drop-in facility for
Sixth Formers as and when
required. 

Sixth Form (Years 12 - 13): A-Levels

The BTEC National Diploma 
in Design

The BTEC National Diploma in
Design is a combined Art and
Design course linking the two
subjects through shared
elements within the course
structure. The use of elected
specialist units allows students
the flexibility to essentially
adapt the course to their
specific requirements, be it
towards an area of general
interest or towards a chosen
career path. The students will
gain skills, knowledge and
techniques that apply directly
to many varied career paths
within the fields of Art and
Design.

A BTEC National Diploma is 
a practical, work related
course. Students learn by
completing projects and
assignments that are based
on realistic workplace
situations, activities and
demands. As well as learning

about chosen employment
areas, students develop the
skills you need to start or
progress a career.

It is equivalent to three 
A-Levels which means that 
on completion of the course
students can choose whether
to get a job straight away or
go to higher education first.

The course is made up of 
18 units – five course units,
which everyone takes, three
compulsory specialist units
and ten further specialist units.
The specialist units enable
students to study particular
areas in depth. All students
take these five course units:

• Drawing Development

• Historical and Contextual 
Understanding

• Materials, Techniques and 
Processes

• Ideas and Concepts

• Visual Communication

Students take the following
three compulsory specialist
units:

• Design Exploration *

• Design Application *

• Design Realisation *

Taking ten specialist units
also:

All units are assessed and
graded and an overall grade
for the qualification is
awarded.

BTEC National Diplomas are
valued by employers and
higher education (Universities
and Colleges). Students
wishing to get a job straight
away could work in a design-
related industry such as
Fashion, Graphic Design or 3D
Design. Students who decide
to go to University or college
you could take a degree or a
BTEC Higher National in
subjects such as:

• 3D Design

• Fashion and Textiles

• Design

• Fine Art

• Graphic Design

• Multimedia

• Photography
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The I.B. Diploma is a
comprehensive and rigorous
two-year curriculum. With
around two thousand
participating schools, from
over one hundred and twenty
countries, the I.B. is truly a
worldwide qualification. It is
accepted by more than 1,700
universities in over 110
countries, including all of
North America, Western
Europe, and Australia.
The Diploma programme
involves the study of six
subjects. All students must 
take a subject from each of 
six subject areas:

1. Literature in the student's 
own language

2. Modern Language

3. A Humanities subject

4. An Experimental Science

5. Mathematics

6. Arts - or a second subject 
from one of the above 
groups.

Students study three of their
subjects to Higher Level (HL)
and three subjects to
Standard Level (SL). In
addition, students benefit from
the enlightening “Theory of
Knowledge” (T.O.K.) course,
undertake “Creativity, Action
and Service” (C.A.S.) and
must write an “Extended
Essay” - which is invaluable
preparation for University.

Art

Students taking Art and 
Design as part of the I.B.
course need to have a
passion for the subject and 
an ability to develop and
sustain their chosen area of
study. Throughout the course,
a research workbook must be
maintained charting progress
and experimentation.
Ultimately, students will be
required to discuss their work
with a visiting examiner and,
therefore, must have a good
understanding of theory and
process.

Biology

Biology is offered at 
Standard and Higher Levels.
All students cover the topics of
Cells, Biochemistry, Genetics,
Ecology / Evolution and
Human Physiology. Higher
Level topics include
Neurobiology and Plant
Science. The options studied
are currently: Ecology /
Conservation and
Neurobiology and Behaviour.
Practical work is assessed
internally and forms 24% of the
final grade.

Business Management

The Business and
Management I.B. course aims
to help students to understand
the implications of business
activity in a global market. It is
designed to give students an
international perspective of
business and to promote their
appreciation of cultural
diversity through the study of
topics such as International
Marketing, Human Resource
Management, Growth and
Business Strategy.

Chemistry

Students can choose to study
Chemistry at Standard or
Higher Level. Students must
complete sixty hours of
practical work at Higher Level
or forty hours at Standard
Level. Much of this is assessed
internally and forms the
practical portfolio. Currently
the options studied are Further
Organic Chemistry and
Modern Analytical Chemistry.  

Design & Technology

The I.B. course in Design 
& Technology enables
students to develop design
and engineering-based skills
and knowledge, preparing
them for a wide range of jobs
in the engineering and design
sectors.  We cover aspects of
work from the basic principals
to advanced computer-based
design.

Economics

The I.B. Economics course
identifies and explains the
importance of markets and
the role played by demand
and supply and provides the
opportunity for a detailed
examination of major
macroeconomic issues 
facing countries. Students 
are encouraged to
understand why countries
trade and several important
concepts in development
economics are explored.

English (A1)

Students study fifteen texts
over two years. Eight of these
will be examined orally as
presentations for coursework.
Four texts in translation are
studied for World Literature
coursework and four for a final
examination paper. There is
also a paper which requires
the analysis of an unseen
passage.

English (A2)

This course is for mainly
bilingual students and involves
the study of three literary texts,
the media and global issues.
There is written and oral
coursework worth 50% 
of the total and two final
examination papers, one
essay paper and one paper
which requires comparison of
unseen passages.

English (Language B)

This course is for non-native
speakers; it involves the study
of non-fiction and literary texts
in preparation for two
examination papers. 
The essay asks students to
write on a contemporary 
topic and the other paper is
comprehension. There is oral
coursework worth 30% of the
marks.

Geography

The emphasis in I.B.
Geography is very much
global, and uses the
framework of Human

Geography. Concepts such 
as sustainability, globalisation
etc. are central to the I.B.
geographical thinking
although detailed case 
study material is expected as
exemplification. Enquiry skills
are also important in this
rounded programme. 

History

At I.B. the History Department
delivers the following areas of
study: The Cold War 1960-79
for Paper 1 (SL and HL); The
Causes, Practices and Effects
of War and the Cold War for
Paper 2 (SL and HL); and a
nineteenth and twentieth
century outline study for 
Paper 3 (HL).

Mathematics

This course is offered at 
three levels. Higher Level is 
for students with a good
mathematical background,
who are competent in
analytical and technical skills.
Standard Level is for students
who have competence in the
subject and wish to take the
subject further.  Mathematical
Studies is for students who do
not feel the need to study at
one of the higher levels. 

Modern Foreign Languages
(A1)

The Higher Level German
literature course introduces
students to a range of literary
work of different periods,
genres and styles. The aim 
is not only to encourage the
students’ appreciation of
literature and literary
techniques, but to develop
their powers of expression,
both in oral and written
communication.

Modern Foreign Languages
(Language B)

The Standard and Higher
Level Language B courses in
French, German and Spanish
are taken by students with
some previous experience of
learning these languages.

Sixth Form (Years 12 - 13): International Baccalaureate (I.B.)
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Students reach a higher
degree of competence by
developing more advanced
linguistic skills. In addition,
they explore the culture of the
target language countries as
well as abstract ideas.

Modern Foreign Languages 
(A.B Initio)

The Standard Level A.B Initio
Spanish is a course for
beginners without any
previous knowledge of
learning the target language.
The main focus is on
acquisition of language
required for everyday social
interaction by developing a
variety of linguistic skills and
awareness of the culture(s)
using the language.

Music

Music I.B. is offered to the
students at both Standard and
Higher Level. Both courses can
be tailored to suit the musical
interests of the student. At
both levels, the students study
a wide range of genres from
around the world and one
prescribed work for a Listening
Examination, complete a
Musical Investigation of two
contracting works, perform 
a recital and submit a
composition portfolio.

Psychology

Students taking the I.B.
Standard Level Psychology
course must study the
biological perspective, the
cognitive perspective and 
the learning perspective. 
Students may also study the
psychology of dysfunctional
behaviour as their option. At
Higher Level, students will
study the same modules as
Standard Level as well as the
humanistic perspective and
the impact of culture on
behaviour. This course also
requires students to study
research methodology,
research ethics and
quantitative research
methods. To complete the
course all students must

design and complete a simple
experimental study.

Physics

Physics is the most
fundamental of experimental
sciences. Students undertake
both theory and experimental
work that complement one
another. A minimum of sixty
hours practical is required by
students studying Physics at
Higher Level. The Physics
course develops traditional
practical skills and increases
the students' facility in the use
of Mathematics - the
language of Physics.

Theory Of Knowledge

In Theory of Knowledge we
consider the vulnerability of
knowledge. How securely do
we "know" things? How should
we challenge or test our
knowledge? How do
perception, language, 
reason and emotion relate to
learning? The I.B.O wishes
their candidates to evaluate
knowledge in this way at all
times.

Extended Essay

This compulsory research
essay is 4,000 words long and
can be on any topic of interest
to the candidate from within
the I.B. academic hexagon. It
is assessed both on formal
academic structure and for
inherent intellectual quality.
Rossall candidates complete it
at the end of Year 12.  

Creativity, Action and Service
(C.A.S) Module

The C.A.S programme of
extra-curricular, reflective
learning requires a students
initiative to complete at least
50 hours each of Creative (Art,
Music, Drama), Action (Sport
and other physical activities),
and Service (helping others in
the community). Students
reflect on their activities,
developing invaluable life-
skills through learning about
themselves and others.

Special Educational Needs

The Individual Learning Unit
operates a drop-in facility for
Sixth Formers as and when
required.

Discipline Procedures

Members of the Common
Room handle minor
disciplinary matters as they
arise. Worrying or persistent
offences are referred to
Houseparents. The First Deputy
Head summons students to
discuss serious disciplinary
issues and administer
punishments. Only the most
serious breaches of discipline
are referred to the
Headmaster.

Houses

Every student within the Sixth
Form is assigned to a House
as per Senior School. 
All students will attend 
co-educational academic
classes and extra-curricular
activities around the campus,
but they will receive pastoral
care and support from within
their single sex Houses within
The Square. 

Each of the Senior School
houses is run by a
Houseparent who is supported
by a set of House Tutors. There
are 6 Senior School Houses at
Rossall and every effort is
maintained to create suitable
day / boarder pupil balance
within each. 

Sixth Form Day

The School academic day is
very busy, beginning at 8.30am
and finishing at 4.00pm.
Classes take place within the
various different departments
around the School campus.

Immediately after House
Registration, at the start of
each day, students will attend
the following whole School
Tutor or House meetings before
classes begin:

• Monday - Assembly 

• Tuesday - Chapel 

• Wednesday - Tutor time 

• Thursday - Congregational 
practice 

• Friday - Lessons Begin Early 
at 8.40am 

Classes then begin at 9.00am
until Lunch, which is served in
the Dining Hall each day at
12.25pm. Afternoon classes
resume at 1.50pm after 
Second Registration and 
end at 4.00pm.

Committed to the value of
extra-curricular activities in
students' education, Rossall
offers a range of different
activities including Sport, Music,
Drama, Art and C.C.F. Every
student is expected to
undertake at least one extra-
curricular activity at the
conclusion of classes. 

Class Sizes

Class sizes in the Sixth Form
are small; we aim to have no
more than 15 students in each
class. In this way we can
devote time to an individual's
progress and staff can
develop a much better
understanding of their
students' needs. 

Careers

A series of lectures are
offered to Sixth Formers,
presented by key figures 
from different industries 
and Universities. Visits to
Universities around the
country are organised for
pupils in the Lower Sixth 
each year, in addition to
attending the UCAS
conference at the GMEX in
Manchester each year.

A well resourced Careers
room is available to all pupils
in the Sumner Library and our
Careers Advisor is available
to offer advice to students
every Monday, Tuesday and
Wednesday.

We operate an open door
policy and parents are
welcome to discuss any
concerns or issues with staff.
Regular information is provided
to parents about activities
provided for the children
through a Parents' Information
Notice Board, newsletters, 
the website, and the Parents
Handbook. Written reports on
children's progress are sent to
parents twice yearly and there
is one Parents' Evening for
each year group each year. 

Equal Opportunities and
Inclusion

It is our intention that all current
and prospective pupils enjoy
equality of opportunity and are
not disadvantaged by any
condition or requirement that
cannot be shown as justifiable.
All aspects of the curriculum
reflect our commitment to
equal opportunity and respect
the dignity and value of all
individuals.

A letter from the School Doctor
gives parents general
guidelines about common
illnesses eg.

All students enjoy nutritious 
and well-balanced meals in
the School Dining Hall in the
Square.

Mondo Café, our on campus
resturant is open from 3.00pm -

staff only. Drinks or meals
purchased at Mondo Café
may not be added to the
School bill and must be paid
for at the time of order. A full
menu may be viewed on the
School website.

General Information: Middle School, Senior School and Sixth Form
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Sports, the Arts and Activities
form three of the four
cornerstones of the Rossall
School education experience.
All of our pupils have the
opportunity to take part in
each of these areas and we
believe that this broad
involvement helps to develop
the well-rounded young
people that characterise
Rossall pupils from boys and
girls educated elsewhere.

Throughout our history,
Rossall has produced well-
rounded young men and
women, actively involved in
School life who have excelled
in sports and the arts and
have gone on to great
achievements. Notable past
pupils and famous Rossallians
include: Major Walter
Clopton Wingfield (1847-
1852): Patentee of the game
of Lawn Tennis; Peter
Winterbotton (1973-1978):
England Rugby Player; Leslie
Charteris (1907-1993): Author
of The Saint stories and Sir
Thomas Beecham (1879-1961),
composer and founder of the
London Philharmonic
Orchestra and Royal
Philharmonic Orchestra.

Sport

Sport has always been at the
heart of Rossall's educational
provision and we are equally
as proud of our strong
tradition in games such as
Fives and RossHockey as we
are of our prowess in Hockey
and Basketball. Our excellent
on-site facilities include 150
acres of playing fields, a
floodlit all weather pitch, 
a gymnasium, five squash
courts, a climbing wall, eight
Fives courts, a 25 metre
heated indoor swimming
pool, a cricket pavilion, a
shooting range, and an
archery range.

Through classes in physical
education, inter-house
sporting competitions and
School team games, all our

boys and girls have the
opportunity to participate
and receive coaching in 18
different sports.

Music

The Music department is
housed in the Thomas
Beecham Music School
adjacent to the Chapel.
Comprising of 5 practice
rooms; a song room; a
library / workroom; 10 Boston
pianos; a music technology
studio equipped with the
latest recording, sequencing
and editing software; a
computed suite comprising of
10 computers equipped with
Sibelius 4 and the Beecham
Room; a large teaching /
performing room, it is a
welcoming hub of music and
entertainment. 

Tutoring is offered in the
following instruments: Piano;
Voice; Flute; Clarinet;
Saxophone; Violin; Guitar;
Drums. All of our private
teachers are professional
musicians with active and
extensive performing
experience. Private music
instruction is offered to pupils
at an additional cost. In
addition pupils may join a
whole range of music groups.

Throughout the year, the
music department offers 
an active series of music
concerts including monthly
Coffee Concerts featuring
performances by individual
musicians and weekly
performances from the
Chapel Choir. 

Art

Art is offered to all pupils 
at each stage of their
education. The art and design
facilities include three well-
equipped studios, gallery

space, workshop, computer
room and classroom. In
addition to teaching time,
pupils have access to the art
department until 5.15pm
every evening. Trips to off
campus museums and
galleries are integrated into
the curriculum.

Drama

Although Rossall does not
offer drama or theatre arts 
as a curriculum subject,
involvement in dramatic
productions can be gained
through joining the Theatre
Society which is open to all
pupils or the Literary Society
which is available to Sixth
Form students only, both of
which are popular extra-
curricular activities. 

Each year, the Theatre
Society performs two main
stage productions in various
locations around the campus,
the Middle School Drama
Club performs one main
production each year and the
Literary Society holds weekly
events which explore the
literature, film and food of
different cultures, ages and
places. Theatre trips are
popular. There is an annual
trip to Stratford as well as
trips to the Grand Theatre 
in Blackpool, the Royal
Exchange in Manchester 
and others.

The performance areas on
campus include Big School,
a 420 - seat venue boasting
modern lighting and sound
systems situated in the heart
of The Square and the
Museum Theatre, a smaller
more intimate venue situated
along the Main Drive. 

The School also has strong
links with a local theatre
school and casting agency.
Many of our students have
benefited from this link and
have gone on to appear in
national radio and television
productions.

Extra - Curricular Activities & Sport
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C.C.F

The Combined Cadet Force
(C.C.F) is a tri-Service military
cadet organisation based in
schools and colleges
throughout the UK. Although 
it is administered and funded
by the Services it is a part of
the National Youth
Movement. Rossall was the
first public school to enrol
Volunteers and have them
sworn in under the provisions
of the Volunteer Act, on 1st
February, 1860. 

C.C.F is a compulsory activity
for all Year 9 and Senior
School pupils. At Sixth Form
C.C.F becomes an optional
activity. Pupils choose to join
either, the Army, Navy or RAF
cadet force. Each section
receives weekly training to
develop skills in their chosen
area and has close, regular
contact with regular members
of the military. 

Adventure training activities
go on all year round and in
many different parts of the
UK. Over the Easter period 
a camp is usually organised
when cadets take part in a
wide range of activities from
hiking, climbing and abseiling
through to canoeing and
caving.

The summer weather allows
cadets to gain further
proficiency in activities such
as canoeing, body boarding,
windsurfing, sailing,
orienteering and many
others. They provide cadets
with a great chance to get to
know one another and the
officers on a far more
personal level, which builds
confidence and motivation. 

The School also offers the
BTEC First Diploma in Public
Services, a programme of
study that we aim to be
completed by the end of the
Lower Sixth year. Its purpose
is to take young men and
women of about 16 and 17
years of age whose career

interests and academic ability
may incline them towards
commissions for entry into the
Armed Forces, or working as
Police Officers, or those who
aspire to the higher ranks in
other Public Services such as
Fire, Ambulance, Prison or
even Social Services, and
give them a preparation for
working in these or closely
allied areas. For more
information about the C.C.F
and the BTEC First Diploma in
Public Services please visit
the C.C.F pages in the Sports
and Activities section at
www.rossallschool.org.uk.

Extra - Curricular Activities & Sport
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Rossall's origins as a boarding
school can be traced back to
its inception in 1844. Today we
continue to offer a safe and
supportive home-from-home
to pupils from far and wide.

All of our boarding
accommodation is situated 
on campus with the majority
of houses around the main
Square. In addition, 40% of
our teaching staff live on
campus, working and playing
along side our boarding
community.

One of the great things 
about boarding at Rossall 
is the flexibility of boarding
options on offer. Dependent
on individual circumstances
and requirements pupils can
choose to be either a Full
Boarder or a Weekly Boarder
or a Flexi Boarder. 

A Full Boarder lives on
campus throughout the week
and at weekends during term
time. 

A typical Weekly Boarder lives
on campus five days a week
during term but returns home
at the weekends. Weekly
boarding can offer an ideal
solution for many families,
who may find that their time 
is totally committed during 
the week. Weekly boarders
benefit from all of the facilities
and activities of our day and
full boarding students and can
take full advantage of the
extra-curricular activities on
offer, students are supported
with their homework and
music practice.

A typical Flexi Boarder is
usually a day pupil who
spends the night on campus
every so often to fit in with
parental work circumstances. 

Whichever option is decided
upon being a boarder adds 
a whole other dimension to
School life at Rossall, and
with so many shared
experiences and memories it
is very likely that the friends

you made in the Boarding
House will remain friends 
for life. 

There are nine Boarding
Houses at Rossall - three girls
houses, five boys houses and
one mixed house each
housing a combination of
boarders and day pupils. 
The majority of houses
possess beautiful, Victorian
architectural features, others
are much more modern in
design. A rolling programme
of investment ensures that
boarding facilities are
constantly being improved
and updated.
Accommodation varies slightly
but in all houses Rossallians
progress from the fun of a
shared room for the younger
pupils to enjoying greater
privacy as seniors. 

Each Boarding House has its
own character which is further
defined by the pupils within it.
All Boarding Houses have
common rooms for relaxing
and House gatherings and
simple, safe cooking facilities
for making drinks and snacks. 

A House computer with
internet access is currently
provided in each House
common room, however, 
the entire campus benefits
from a secure wireless internet
system. Pupils can request for
their own laptop to be
connected to the Schools
system so that they can
access the internet from the
comfort of their own room. 

Individual study bedrooms are
comfortable and well
maintained with enough
space for a wardrobe,
drawers, bed, desk, and
chairs provided by the
School. While the majority of
the rooms are singles, some
Houses also incorporate a
few shared rooms. First
priority for single bedrooms is
given to Year 13 pupils in each
House each year. 

Weekend Activities

In addition to the weekly
extra-curricular activities,
Saturday clubs and sports
fixtures, Rossall runs a
comprehensive list of
weekend outings throughout
the year.

Priority is given to boarders
but day pupils are also able
to participate in weekend
activities. This develops
considerably the sense of
community throughout the
school and not just in the
boarding community.

Contacting Boarders

Boarders can be contacted 
by post, telephone and email. 

Post arrives at our Reception
in the morning for sorting and
is distributed to the Boarding
Houses during the day. 

Parents are welcome to
telephone the Boarding
House during the evening 
at reasonable times (up until
10.30pm but any time in an
emergency). Pupils are not
permitted to have mobile
telephones during the school
day, but may have them
between 6pm and lights out. 

All pupils have their own
email address at school and
can send and receive emails
home and to friends. 

Visitors

Parents and guardians are
very welcome to visit outside
School hours, but must
contact the Houseparent to
arrange a suitable time, as
pupils can be very busy doing
other activities when they 
are not in lessons! All visitors
should report to Reception 
in the first instance.

Laundry

Pupils are asked to put their
dirty laundry into a laundry
basket which is placed on
each floor landing ready to
be washed. After school,
pupils should collect their

clean laundry from the
'Nagger' room and put it
away. All clothes should be
clearly named.

Electronic Equipment

Pupils may bring personal
laptops, stereos, CD players,
IPods or similar articles, but
the School will not accept any
responsibility for loss or
damage. All laptops must be
checked and approved by the
Network Administrator, Mr
Colin Thomas, before use. All
parents are advised to insure
any personal items of value.

Weekend Visits/Exeats

Written permission must be
provided to the Houseparent
from parents/guardians by 
the lunchtime of the previous
Thursday before a pupil takes
a weekend exeat. If pupils
choose to stay with another
pupil from Rossall, written
confirmation from the host
parents should be received 
by that date also. 

Guardians For Overseas Pupils

In the interests of each
boarding pupil's welfare and
as an additional reassurance
to geographically-distant
parents, we insist that all
boarders whose parents live
overseas have an
educational guardian resident
in Britain. Appointed by the
parents, this is a responsible
adult with whom the School
can liaise routinely, who is
encouraged to take an active
interest in the pupil's
education and who can act 
in loco parentis in
emergencies. The School 
can help, if required, with the
establishment of suitable
guardianship arrangements.

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Getting to Rossall

We provide an extensive
School Bus Service for Rossall
day pupils living in the
Lancashire region which
covers the whole of the Fylde,
Wyre, Preston and Lancaster
areas. The School Bus Service
is managed by our Transport
Manager, Peter Hutton MBE
and operated by a fleet of
drivers who have all been
checked and cleared by the
Criminal Records Bureau. 

The School Bus Service
operates routes across
Lancashire. Pick up times
each morning are from
7.10am and in the evening
from School from 5.35pm.
Currently the School Bus
Service operates in the
following areas: Ansdell;
Blackpool (South Shore and
North Shore); Cleveleys;
Fairhaven; Fleetwood;
Garstang; Kirkham;
Lancaster; Little Singleton;
Lytham; Preston; St. Annes;
Wesham; Wrea Green.

Purchasing School Uniform 
and Materials

A uniform list will be sent out
to parents within the Joining
Instructions Pack. The majority
of uniform is School specific
and therefore, must be
bought from the RosShop.

Security

Rigorous security measures
are in place on the School
campus at all times. CCTV
cameras are in operation
around the campus and a
Security Team mans the
campus five evenings a week.
This is supported by nightly
checks of the campus by staff
on duty. All boarding houses
are on a electronic code
locking system. Should a
stranger be seen on campus
they are always stopped and
questioned by staff members.

School Rules

In general, schools have too
many rules and in an effort to
reduce sanctions to a
minimum, Rossall bases its
code of behaviour on four
general principles. We expect
all of our pupils and staff to
share these.

• We believe in giving our 
best effort in all things at all 
times and fulfilling our 
commitments 

• We believe in trying to be a 
positive influence in all we 
do and encouraging others 
to do the same 

• We believe in being 
courteous, considerate 
and respectful to others 

• We believe in taking pride 
in ourselves, in our ideals 
and our environment  

In addition, the Parent
Handbook, provides a list of
rules relevant to each section
of the School.

Additional Information
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We welcome UK day pupils
from age 2 - 18 and boarding
pupils from age 7 - 18. The
main points of entry into the
School are at 2, 4, 6+, 11, 13
or 16 years, but pupils are
accepted at any age,
provided there are places
and the entry requirements
are met.

A pupil then has the
opportunity of a continuous
education through to 
A-Levels or the International
Baccalaureate at 18 years.
Pupils from other schools are
accepted each year into the
Sixth Form.

Registration

As soon as you have decided
that you would like to
proceed with an application
to Rossall you are asked to
register your child formally for
a place in the School by
completing a Registration
Form. This can be done either
registering on-line or using the
Registration Form found at the
back of this document. 
For pupils resident within the
United Kingdom a non-
refundable registration fee of
£50 is payable when a pupil's
name is first recorded as a
prospective entrant to the
School.

Entrance Procedure
11+ and 13+ Entry 

Entrance to Rossall at either
age 11+ or 13+ is based on
successful completion of the
School's Common Entrance
examinations and the receipt
of a satisfactory report from
your current school. Common
Entrance examinations for 11+
and 13+ take place in the
January / February prior to
entry. Details of the Entrance
Examinations may be found in
our Entrance Examinations
and Scholarships Booklet. 

Sixth Form Entry 

Entry to Rossall Sixth Form for
external candidates is based
on three main components: 

1. Achievement of a minimum
requirement of 6 GCSE
grades A - C, but candidates
are expected to achieve at
least a B Grade in the
subjects to be studied at 
A-Level or the International
Baccalaureate. 

2. A satisfactory report from
your current school. 

3. Successful completion of
our Sixth Form entry
examinations, either at
Scholarship or General entry
level. Sixth Form entrance
examinations are usually held
at the end of January, for
entry in the following
September.

2. Provide a satisfactory
report from your current
school. 

3. Attend an interview with the

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1. Definitions - Unless the
context otherwise requires:-

(a) “Parent(s)” means any
one or more of the persons
referred to in clause 4 (c)
below jointly and severally.

(b) “School” means the
Corporation of Rossall School
incorporated under Royal
Charter and known as Rossall
and/or the Headmaster
and/or those to whom any of
the duties or functions of the
Headmaster have been
delegated.

(c) “Pupil” means the pupil
named in the Acceptance
Form.

(d) “Term” means each of the
three terms in the School Year
- Michaelmas, Lent and
Summer. The duration of a
term is determined by the
Headmaster. The School Year
is deemed to start on 1st
September. A term is deemed
to start at 0830 hours on the
first day for day pupils and
2000 hours on the previous
day for boarders and to end
at 1230 hours on its final day.

(e) “Fees” means School Fees
at the rate which is set from
time to time and current at the
start of each term together
with any extras. Fees include
tuition, board, lodging and
laundry (where applicable)
and most games activities
and any deposit paid and
any scholarship or bursary
which has become repayable.
Extras include items
reasonably incurred by a
pupil or by the School on
behalf of a pupil and for
these purposes a pupil is the
agent of the parents.

(f) “Information Sheet” means
the written information
(excluding the Prospectus)
which the School sends out
from time to time and which
forms part of these terms and
conditions.

2. Entry to Rossall

(a) Formal Agreement - The
offer of a place and the
parents' acceptance are or
will normally be set out in a
letter of offer from the School
and the prescribed
Acceptance Form signed by
the parents which together
constitutes a formal
agreement. The agreement is
made on the basis of these
terms and conditions which
may be varied from time to
time as circumstances require.
In entering this agreement the
parents consider it to be both
necessary and of benefit to
the pupil to attend the School.
Unless earlier terminated in
accordance with these terms
and conditions the agreement
continues until the end of the
year in which the pupil
completes their Sixth Form
studies. Entry to the School is
at all times at the discretion of
the Headmaster.

(b) School Rules and
Discipline - The parents and
the pupil will comply with all
rules, regulations and customs
in relation to the organisation,
management and disciplines
of the School from time to
time. The Headmaster is
responsible for the care and
good discipline of the pupils
will accept the authority of the
Headmaster at all times.

3. Registration Fee and Deposit

(a) The Registration Fee - is
payable at the time of the
original registration and will
not be refunded under any
circumstances.

(b) The Acceptance Deposit -
is payable when the parents
return the Acceptance Form to
the School. Until the pupil
leaves, the School has the
right to apply deposits to all
proper purposes of the
School and/or to any unpaid
account of pupils within the
same immediate family. Any

surplus will be refunded on
leaving. The deposit will not
accrue interest and will not be
refunded in the case of
absence through sickness or
any other cause except the
failure of a pupil to satisfy the
School's entry requirements.
The deposit will not be
refunded if the student does
not attend enrolment.

(c) Additional Deposits -
Parents who reside outside
England and Wales may be
required to pay a deposit
amounting to one term's fees
and anticipated extras.
Parents who have paid fees
late or whose fees are
overdue may also be required
to pay a similar deposit.
Parents who have given
notice to withdraw a pupil
may be required to pay a
deposit against extras and
any other liability. Additional
deposits do not accrue
interest and any surplus will
be refunded on leaving.

4. Fees and Extras

(a) When Payable - Whether
or not the School holds a
deposit fees are due and
payable 7 days before the
first day of term. Time is of the
essence. A pupil whose
account has not been paid in
full by the start of a term may
then or later be excluded from
the School until full payment
has been made. Any damage
caused to school property by
pupils will be charged to the
individuals and deducted
from any deposit paid.

(b) Review of Fees - Fees are
normally reviewed once per
year. Any increase in fees will
usually be upon two months
notice but the right is reserved
to increase fees at any time
without notice and without
any other terms and
conditions being affected.

(c) By Whom Payable - The
liability to pay fees is the joint

and several liability of the
pupil and of each person who
has signed or is named in the
Acceptance Form as father,
mother, step-parent, guardian
or pupil and/or every person
who has from time to time
paid or guaranteed payment
of fees in respect of the pupil
whether as principal, agent or
trustee and/or every person
having legal or de facto
responsibility for a pupil and
who has acquiesced (other
than solely as supervising
adults) in returning the pupil to
the School.

(d) Lien - the School has the
right to exercise a lien over
any property of the pupil at
School premises at any time
when there are unpaid fees.
The School will be entitled to
dispose of or sell such
property privately or by
auction after 21 days from the
date when the School posts
to any one parent by
Recorded Delivery at the last
known address a Notice of
Intention to Sell.

(e) Scholarships and Bursaries
- Any scholarships and
bursaries and any ex-gratia
awards or allowances which
may have been made may
be withdrawn if in the opinion
of the headmaster and the
Council of the Corporation of
Rossall School the aims and
objectives of the scholarship
or the bursary are not being
met and the right is reserved
to require repayment in full in
the event of the pupil being
withdrawn with or without
notice or removed from the
School.

(f) Refund and Appropriation
of Fees - Fees including pre-
paid consumables (whether
or not consumed) will not be
remitted for absence through
sickness or any other cause.
In particular, no claim shall
arise for remission of fees if

Terms and Conditions
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for any reason a term is
shortened or a vacation
extended. The School
reserves the right of
appropriation of all payments
that are made on behalf of a
pupil belonging to the same
immediate family.

5. Events requiring notice in
writing

Parents must give notice in
writing in the circumstances
and in the manner described
below.

(a) Cancelling Acceptance - A
term's written notice is
required if parents cancel
their acceptance of a place
prior to the pupil entering the
School or a term's fees will be
payable in lieu.

(b) Withdrawal of the pupil -
Parents must give a term's
written notice before
withdrawing the pupil from
the School (including
withdrawal after the pupil has
sat GCSE) or a term's fees will
be payable in lieu.

(c) Discontinuing an extra - A
term's written notice is
required if the pupil is
discontinuing any course of
tuition which has been or is
normally charged as an extra.

(d) Change in Boarding - A
term's written notice is
required to change from full
boarding to day or a term's
difference will be payable in
lieu.

(e) Written Notice - Notice
must be given in writing to the
Headmaster or Commercial
Director. Notice given orally or
given in writing by or to any
other person will not count as
good notice. Notice takes
effect only when the School
sends written confirmation of
receipt.

(f) Waiver - Any waiver of the
requirements of this clause will
be effective only when written
and signed by the

Headmaster and if the
Headmaster accepts a
provisional notice it is valid for
only one term at a time and
only if accepted in writing.

6. Removal of a Pupil

(a) Circumstances - The
Headmaster has the right to
request parents to remove a
pupil from School where, in
the opinion of the
Headmaster, such is in the
interests of the pupil and/or
the School or where fees are
unpaid and the pupil has
been excluded. There will be
no refund of fees for the
balance of the term when
such request is made but the
parents will not be liable to
pay a term's fees in lieu of
notice.

(b) Discretion - The decision to
request removal of the pupil
from the School and the
manner and form of any
announcement shall be the
sole discretion of the
Headmaster. Under no
circumstances shall the School
be required to divulge to
parents any confidential
information or the identities of
pupils or others who have
given information which has
led to the request or which
the Headmaster has acquired
during an investigation.

(c) Re-admission - A pupil who
has been withdrawn,
excluded, suspended or
expelled from the School has
no right to enter School
premises without written
permission of the
Headmaster.

7. Recovery of Unpaid Fees

(a) Interest - The right is
reserved to charge interest at
2% per month on unpaid fees.

(b) Costs - All costs incurred in
the collection of unpaid fees
including the School's
administrative costs and any
costs and disbursements paid

to solicitors acting on behalf
of the School shall be
recoverable in full.

8. Special Circumstances

(a) Court Orders and
Precautions - The Headmaster
must be notified in writing
immediately of any court
orders in relation to the child
for example as to parental
responsibility, residence,
contact, prohibited steps,
specific issues or periodical
payments. It is the
responsibility of the parent to
inform the Headmaster
immediately and in writing
and by a personal visit in
case of urgency if the School
is required to take any special
precautions for the protection
of the pupil or if circumstances
arise such that any parent
may be unable to pay fees in
the future.

(b) Emergency Medical
Treatment - The parents herby
grant to the Headmaster
authority to give consent in
loco parentis to the carrying
out of any emergency
medical treatments or
procedures which are certified
by a medical practitioner to
be necessary to the safety of
the pupil.

(c) Medical Supervision - The
Headmaster may at any time
at the expense of the School
require a medical certificate
from the pupil's general
practitioner or a urine test
under medical supervision to
establish the presence or
otherwise of an illegal
substance. The Headmaster
must be notified in writing of
any existing or new medical
condition or infectious or
contagious disease or illness;
for the duration of any
disease or illness. The School
will not permit the pupil to
remain at the School without
the consent of the School's

medical advisor.

(d) Special Learning
Difficulties - We will notify you
if it appears that the pupil is
falling behind with studies.
Extra tuition can be arranged
but other than for pupil's who
have been accepted into the
School's unit for pupils with
special learning difficulties the
School does not undertake to
diagnose conditions such as
dyslexia or poor visual acuity
or to provide remedial
teaching. The School will, on
request, advise parents as to
how they may, at their own
expense, obtain specialist
advice.

(e) Parent absent from the UK
- If a parent is not normally
resident in the United
Kingdom or will be absent
from the United Kingdom for
more than 48 hours during
term time, the Headmaster
must be notified in writing of
the name, address and
telephone number of a
guardian resident in the
United Kingdom who is
acceptable to the
Headmaster.

(f) Concerns / Complaints -
Parents who have cause for
concern in relation to the
care, discipline or progress of
a pupil must inform the
Headmaster without delay
and in writing.

(g) Examinations - The School
will enter a pupil for an
examination only if the
Headmaster is satisfied that
such is in the best interests of
the pupil.

9. Insurance

(a) Personal Property of the
Pupil - Parents are required to
make certain that their own
insurance will cover the pupil's
personal property whilst at
the School or on the way to
and from School or on any
other School sponsored

Terms and Conditions
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activity away from School.

(b) Non Agency - The School
does not undertake to
provide or maintain any
insurance covers beyond
those prescribed by Law and
in no circumstances will the
School be constituted agents
of the parents for insurance
purposes. Parents must in
each case satisfy themselves
that the pupil has the cover
required.

10. Intellectual Property Rights

(a) Copyright - The School
acknowledges that the
copyright in a work of which
the pupil is the sole author
shall vest in the pupil. The
copyright in work produced in
collaboration with others
where the contribution of
each author are not distinct
shall be held by the joint-
authors as tenants in
common. The School
acknowledges the right of the
pupil to assert his rights,
generally, to be identified as
the author of any such work.

(b) Patent - The School shall
honour the right of the pupil to
be named as the inventor in
any application for a patent
relating to an invention
devised solely by the pupil
and as the joint inventor in
any application for a patent
relating to an invention
devised jointly by the pupil
and any other person.

11. General Conditions

(a) Waiver - Any indulgence,
relaxation or non-
enforcement by the School of
its rights under these terms

and conditions shall not act
as a waiver and shall be
without prejudice to those
rights.

(b) Progress reports - A report
on each pupil will be sent to
parents at the end of each
term. Information provided to
parents and others
concerning the progress of a
pupil and the pupil's
character, examination,
further education and career
prospects and any references
will be given in good faith but
without liability on the part of
the School.

(c) Variations - The School
may in its discretion and on
such notice (if any) as the
School considers reasonable
vary any or all of these and its
other terms and conditions
from time to time. The School
reserves the right to make
alterations at any time in the
way in which the School is
run, to the situation of the
School and any part of it and
to any aspect of the School
without reduction in fees.

(d) Prospectus - In the
prospectus are set out some
details of the School, its
history and facilities. Although
the contents are believed to
be accurate at the time of
printing nothing contained in
the prospectus shall form part
of any agreement between
the School and the parents or
any other person and the
parents confirm they have not
relied on its contents in
entering into this agreement.

(e) Address for

Correspondence - Each
written communication shall
be addressed to one or more
individuals and sent ordinary
first class pre-paid post or
handed personally to the
addressee. The address of the
School is Rossall School,
Fleetwood, Lancashire FY7
8JW.

The postal address of the
parent or any other person is
deemed to be the address
given on the Acceptance
Form or (if different) the
address shown on the
School's Entry List or the last
known address of the
addressee.

(f) Interpretation - Headings
and sub-headings are for
ease of understanding only
and do not form any part of
these terms and conditions.
This document will be
construed as a whole and in
conjunction with the
Acceptance Form and any
information sheets.

(g) Proper Law and Forum -
The Proper Law of this
Agreement shall be that of
England and the parties shall
submit to the jurisdiction of
the English Courts.
